SPECIAL CONDITIONS

1. The annual service charge applies to service during the 12-month period
commencing January 1 and is due in advance. If a permanent resident of the area
has been a customer of the utility for at least 12 months, he may elect,

at the beginning of the calendar year, to pay prorated service charges in
advance at intervals of less than one year (monthly, bimonthly or quarterly) in
accordance with the utility’s established billing periods.

2. The opening bill for metered service, except upon conversion from flat rate
service, shall be the established annual service charge for the service. Where
initial service is established after the first day or any year, the portion of
such annual charge applicable to the current year shall be determined by the
multiplying the annual charge by one three-hundred-sixty-fifth (1/365) of the
number of days remaining in the calendar year. The balance of the payment of the
initial annual charge shall be credited against the charges for the succeeding
annual period. If a service is not continued for a least one year after the date
of initial service, no refund of the initial annual charges shall be due the
customer.

3. If a distribution main of adequate size to serve a private fire
protection system in addition to all other normal service does
not exist in the street or alley the premises to be served, then
a service main from the nearest existing main of adequate
capacity shall be installed by the utility and the cost paid by
the applicant. Such payment shall not be subject to refund.

A direct confirmation from the bank shall be mailed to the
Director of the Water Division after making such deposit to verify the amount deposited.

4. Facilities fees shall e treated as Contributions-in-Aid-of-Construction and follow the
requirements as specified in the Internal Revenue Code Section 118 to qualify as such.

5. Facilities Fees shall be accounted for as Contributions-in-Aid-of-Construction in
accordance with the Commission’s prescribed Uniform System of Accounts. In addition
the balance of facilities fees collected, including interest shall be reported in utility’s annual
report to the Commission.

6. The plant constructed with facilities fees shall be removed from rate base for rate-making

purposes.
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
