REQUEST

By AL 45, Mountain Mesa Water Company requests permission to increase its revenues (based on increase to
the present monthly quantity rate and service charge) by 7%, the Consumer Price Index (CP1) for 2021.

This projected revenue increase of $21,780 will not result in a rate of margin which exceeds the authorized
rate of margin. Workpapers justifying this increase are enclosed.

BACKGROUND

The present rates became effective on June 21, 2021, with Advice Letter No. 44 pursuant to
D.92-03-093 (2020 CP)

The last general rate increase became effective on January 1, 2013, pursuant to Resolution W-4919, which
authorized a general rate increase of $71,853 or 33.67% for test year 2012 and $25,153 or 8.80%
for escalation year 2013, and a rate of retum of 12.25%.

AL 45 is filed pursuant to Ordering Paragraphs No. 1 of Decision 92-03-093 and Resolution W-4493, which
authorize Class G and D water and sewer utilities to file a request for a CPl increase once a year by AL. The
increase is to be passed on to the wutifity's customers in their quantity rate and service charge.

5. The relief requested in the AL requires consideration in a formal hearing, or is otherwise inappropriate for

the AL process; or

6. The relief requested in the AL is unjust, unreasonable, or discriminatory, provided that such a proiest may

not be made where it would require relitigating a prior order of the Commission.

A protest may not rely on policy objections to an AL where the relief requested in the AL foliows rules or
directions established by statute or Commission order applicable to the utility.
