To adopt the surcharge rate to fund the Public Utilities Commission Reimbursement Fee pursuant to Resolution (Res.)
M-4841 issued July 17, 2020.

BACKGROUND
By Res. M-4841, the Commission authorized the Public Utilities Commission Utilities Reimbursement Account User Fees
that will become effective October 1, 2020.

As indicated in Res. M-4841, the Water and Sewer user fee rate which was previously 1.23% will be 1.43% effective
October 1, 2020.

A protest shall provide citations or proofs where available to allow staff to properly consider the protest. DWA must
receive a response or protest via email (or postal mail) within 20 days of the date the AL is filed.

Cities and counties that need Board of Supervisors or Board of Commissioners approval to protest should inform WD,
within the 20 day protest period, so that a late filed protest can be entertained. The informing document should include
an estimate of the date the proposed protest might be voted on.

REPLIES

The utility shall reply to each protest and may reply to any response. Any reply must be received by WD within five
business days after the end of the protest period, and shall be served on the same day on each person who filed the
protest or response to the AL.*
