A  2	I am currently a team leader in the cost of service section under the Vice President of Regulatory Relations.  In this capacity, I have responsibility for supervising cost�of�service studies that support several purposes including gas and electric revenue allocation, special contracts and energy efficiency program analysis.


Q  3	Please summarize your educational and professional background.


A  3	I received a Bachelor of Science degree in Civil Engineering from California State University at Los Angeles and a Master of Business Administration degree from the University of California, Berkeley.  I joined PG&E in 1980.


I have worked in the Rates Department since August 1991.  My duties included supervising the development of the marginal cost of electric transmission and distribution as well as gas transportation services.  I was the project manager for PG&E’s Gas Long-Run Marginal Cost Proceeding.  I was also the project manager and technical witness for the contribution to margin analyses for PG&E’s expedited application docket filings for special gas transportation contracts.


Prior to joining the Rates Department, I worked in the Electric Resources Planning Department for 11 years except for a four�month rotation to the Economics and Forecasting Department.  As a senior civil engineer in the Electric Resources Planning Department, I supervised a number of planning studies including methods for bidding for new generation capacity and evaluating electric supply options.
