Unresolved suggestions from individual parties are noted in italics.)





General Outline issues


Application section belongs before Design


Dispute resolution proposals should be included


AECA: Rights and opportunities for customers to review load profiles


Interim v. long-term methodological proposals





Executive Summary


Change “... customers with maximum demands <20 kW” to “all eligible customers” (UDC outline 1.1.1)





Eligibility


Discussion deferred�


Applications


Change “PX credit” to “PX credit/charge” to include load profiling used in unbundling of UDC full service customer bills


Separate ISO and PX settlements (already included on CEC outline)


Add sections for recommendations to ISO/WEPEX on Load Scheduling/Bidding applications of load profiles


CEC: UDCs/SCs should be required to adhere to the use of an approved load profile methodology for Scheduling purposes





Principles


Roll up all subheadings under Principles and allow parties discretion over which items they wish to address


Add “criteria for evaluation” to Principles section header�


Methodology


Roll up subheadings under section 5.2 Design of load profiles


Add section for reconciliation (i.e. calibration of hourly estimates to interval metered system-level values or other known data) -- note that this topic overlaps with ISO/WEPEX settlement protocol discussions concerning the methodology for allocation of Unaccounted For Energy (UFE)�


Segmentation (formerly Stratification)


Roll up subheadings under each section of Segmentation to two-digit level


Add subheadings for Entity or Entities Responsible for Developing and Evaluating Segmentation Plans, and Verification of Segment Assignments�


Discussion of remaining outline items was deferred
