A.	General



	All provisions of Rule 5 apply except as modified by the provisions set forth below.



B.	Direct Access Billing Statement



The following will be printed on each Direct Access Billing Statement:



	In accordance with Section 392 of the Public Utilities Code, all Departing Load Customers, Direct Access Customers, and Edison Bundled Service Customers are responsible for paying the Competition Transition Charge (CTC). 



C.	Departing Load Customer CTC Statement



	The following will be printed on each Departing Load Customer’s CTC Statement: 



	1.	As set forth in Edison’s tariff schedule Preliminary Statement, Part W, Edison shall collect CTC from its Departing Load Customers.  Failure to pay your CTC by the notice expiration date for two months consecutively may result in a deposit request to secure the CTC amount owing and/or further legal action. 



	2.	Dispute Resolution



	a.	If you believe the Departing Load Customer CTC Statement does not comply with the terms and conditions of Edison’s tariff schedules, you must notify Edison in writing within 20 days of receiving the Departing Load Customer CTC Statement.



	b.	Edison shall respond to you in writing within 5 days of receipt of such notification. 



	c.	If no resolution is reached within 10 days of Edison’s response, you may file a Motion for Evaluation of Departing Load Customer CTC Statement with the Commission in the Restructuring Proceeding.  If you request and Edison agrees, this 10�day period may be extended to allow for negotiations or other resolution techniques.  However, you shall remain responsible for making the CTC monthly payments on a timely basis during the dispute resolution process.

	d.	Your failure to file a Motion for Evaluation of Departing Load Customer CTC Statement with the Commission within the specified period shall constitute agreement with and acceptance of such Departing Load Customer CTC Statement. 



D.	Departing Load Customer CTC Past Due Notice



	The following will be printed on each Departing Load Customer CTC Past Due Notice: 



	As set forth in Edison’s tariff schedule Preliminary Statement, Part W, Edison shall collect CTC from its Departing Load Customers.  Failure to pay your CTC by the expiration date of this notice for two months consecutively may result in a deposit request to secure the CTC amount owing and/or further legal action.



E.	Departing Load Customer Failure to Provide Notice of Departure



	The following will substantially be printed on each Failure to Provide Notice of Departure: 



	1.	As set forth in Edison’s tariff schedule Preliminary Statement, Part W, you have thirty days from the date of this notice to pay:



	a.	Any amounts which would have been assessed had you provided Edison with a timely notice of departure, and



	b.	A deposit equal to four times your monthly CTC payment. 



2.	The terms of the deposit are:



	a.	Edison will review your account at the end of each twelve months that the initial deposit is held.  If you have not defaulted in the payment of your Departing Load CTC in any of the prior twelve months, Edison will apply the deposit amount plus interest to your CTC balance or refund the deposit at your request.

F.	Departing Load Customer Failure to Pay Two Consecutive Monthly CTC�      Payments



	The following will substantially be printed on each Failure to Pay Two Consecutive Monthly CTC Payments Notice: 



	1.	As set forth in Edison’s tariff schedule Preliminary Statement, Part W, you have thirty days from the date of this notice to pay: 



	a.	All delinquent monthly CTC payments, and



	b.	A deposit equal to four times your monthly CTC payment. 



	2.	The terms of the deposit are: 



	a.	Edison will apply the deposit amount plus interest at the end of the CTC transition period and refund any remaining balance. 



	b.	Deposit interest will be paid as defined in Rule 7. 



	c.	Endorsement of a refund check will acknowledge receipt of a refund and will release Edison from further claims against the deposit. 



	3.	If this demand is not honored, Edison may enforce this obligation by filing suit in any court of competent jurisdiction. 
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
