	1.	All provisions of Rule 6 apply except as modified by the provisions set forth below.





	2.	ESP(s) are considered nondomestic entities.





B.	Establishment and Re-establishment of Credit for Energy Service Providers (ESP) offering Consolidated ESP Billing.





	1.	Each ESP will be required to establish credit as follows:





	a.	Post a security deposit as set forth in Rule 7.1; or





		b.	Demonstrate that it has an acceptable credit rating from at least one of the four nationally recognized credit rating agencies (an acceptable credit rating shall be defined as a long�term credit rating equal to or greater than Baa from Moody’s and equal to or greater than BBB from either Standard & Poor’s, Fitch, or Duff & Phelps, or as a short�term credit rating of corresponding investment grade); or





	c.	Provide a guarantee from a qualified guarantor that has an acceptable credit rating from at least one of the four nationally recognized credit rating agencies (an acceptable credit rating shall be defined as a long�term credit rating equal to or greater than Baa from Moody’s and equal to or greater than BBB from either Standard & Poor’s, Fitch, or Duff & Phelps, or as a short�term credit rating of corresponding investment grade).





	2.	Each ESP will be required to re-establish credit as follows:





	a.	When ESP fails to pay bills before they become past due as prescribed in Rule 11.A, and who further fails to pay such bills within 5 days after presentation of a discontinuance of nondomestic service notice for nonpayment of bills, may be required to pay said bills and re-establish credit by depositing the amount prescribed in Rule 7.1; or





	b.	In cases where the conditions of the ESP’s service(s), or the basis on which credit was originally established have, in the opinion of Edison, materially changed.

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C.	Re-Establishment of Credit for Departing Load Customers





	If the Departing Load Customer fails to provide notice of departure or, upon the first occurrence of failure to pay two consecutive monthly CTC payments, a deposit equal to four times the monthly CTC payment will be required to re-establish credit.





D.	Direct Access and Departing Load Customers Returning to Edison as Edison Bundled Service Customers





	1.	Returning Direct Access Customers must re-establish credit in accordance with Rule 6.





	2.	Returning Departing Load Customers must establish credit in accordance with Rule 6 and/or Rule 6.1.
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
