���B.	When Facilities Contracts are Required.  (Continued)



	3.	Where a person, whether or not a customer, desires to have Edison modify, rearrange, relocate, or remove any of its facilities, Edison, if it agrees to make such changes, may require the person at whose request the changes are made, to agree to pay in advance or otherwise, the cost to Edison of making the changes.



	4.	Where the applicant requests and Edison agrees to install electric facilities under the special provisions of a contract form on file with the Commission for installations which have been determined by Edison to be uneconomic under its filed rules.  



C.	Contracts with Governmental Agencies.  A contract for street lighting or other installation or service to a governmental agency will be required by Edison as provided in Section A. or B. above, but, upon request by such customer, a contract may be executed by Edison for a term not to exceed five years.



D.	Contracts for Business Services.  A Qualified Customer may be required, as a condition of business service, to complete an agreement provided by Edison, which outlines the conditions of the service provided.



E.	Edison-Energy Service Provider (ESP) Service Agreement.  An ESP shall be required to enter into a Commission-approved Edison-ESP Service Agreement (Form xx-xxx) with Edison.  Information provided in the Commission-approved Edison-ESP Service Agreement shall be used to, among other things, establish credit for the ESP to the satisfaction of Edison.



F.	Direct Access Service and Non-Standard Contracts or Service Agreements.  Where the Customer has any outstanding non-standard contracts or service agreements with Edison, or any non-standard Service Account or meter service arrangements for the Customer's convenience or for Edison's Operating Convenience, Edison may, at its discretion, require the customer, prior to processing a Direct Access Service Request  to:



	1.	sign a revised version of the non-standard contract or service agreement which incorporates appropriate provisions to accommodate Direct Access service;



	2.	modify the non-standard Service Account or meter service arrangements; or



	3.	terminate the contract, agreement, or arrangement because of conflicts with other tariff provisions.  Edison will not unreasonably withhold Direct Access service from the Customer under this provision.
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
