D.	Deposit Receipts.  Each receipt for a cash deposit to establish or reestablish credit for service will contain substantially the following statements:





		Upon discontinuance of service, the Utility will refund the customer's deposit or the balance in excess of any unpaid bills.  After the customer has paid bills for electric service before becoming past due for twelve months as prescribed in Rule 11.A and in Rule 7.C.1 for deposits established in CSS after 10/1/94, the Utility will refund the deposit by applying it to the customer's unpaid bills or by check.  Endorsement of a refund check will constitute acknowledgement of receipt of refund and release the Utility from any further claims against the deposit covered by this receipt.  





		The Utility will pay interest on the deposit at the rate determined in accordance with Rule 7, except no interest will be paid for periods covered by bills paid after becoming past due, as prescribed in Rule 11.A, or in Rule 7.C.1 for deposits established in CSS after 10/1/94 or if service is temporarily or permanently discontinued for nonpayment, or if deposit is held less than full month increments.
