INTRODUCTION





On September 16, 1997, SDG&E filed its comments to the Direct Access Implementation Workshop Report issued by the Energy Branch on August 29,1997.  In our submittal, SDG&E filed three documents.  The first two documents reflected an updated set of implementation rules and an updated service agreement.  These documents are being jointly sponsored by SDG&E and the Direct Access Alliance, a group representing a number of ESPs.  The documents represent an agreement by SDG&E and the Alliance on most Direct Access implementation issues.  The third document, entitled, “Comments of San Diego Gas & Electric Company on Direct Access Tariffs, Service Agreement, and Direct Access Workshop” reflects SDG&E’s positions on those implementation issues where SDG&E and the Alliance could not reach agreement.  There have been no changes to the third document pursuant to this Errata dated September 19, 1997.





In the attached documents, SDG&E is transmitting another edition of the jointly sponsored set of implementation rules and the service agreement it filed on September 16.  We respectfully request that the Commission replace the edition filed on September 16 with this revised edition.  We have identified below a list of the changes between the Errata filed today and the September 16 filing.











DIRECT ACCESS IMPLEMENTATION RULES





The format was revised to highlight the areas of disagreement between SDG&E and the Alliance.


The term “UDC” replaced “utility” throughout the tariff.


The Table of Contents page numbers were updated.


There were punctuation and grammatical corrections.





Content Changes


Section C(2)(d):  “of 12 months” deleted.


Section B(10) The attached page entitled, “Changes to SDG&E’s Rule 1, Definitions” was inadvertently omitted from our 9/16/97 filing.  This is an update to the tariffs filed on 7/15/97.


Section E(7):  “applicant” changed to “ESP”.


Section E(9), SDG&E Position:  “by the customer” added to the last paragraph.





Section E(21):  Last sentence changed.  Added “without the notation of new customer” and revised ”next scheduled meter read date” to “DASR is processed under the procedures set forth in Section E(12)”.





Section N, Alliance Position and SDG&E Position:  Revised first sentence in each position “will able be” to “will be able”.





Section N(1)(c)(3):First sentenced changed.  Revised “which enables the utility to prepare the customer’s bill in a timely manner” to “acceptable to the utility”.





Section N(2)(b)(3):  “acceptable to the ESP” added to the last sentence.


Section N(2)(c)(2):  Deleted “exactly as provided by the utility” from last sentence.


Section N(2)(d)(2):  Added “[Timing will be updated pursuant to a CPUC ruling on Meter and Data Communications workshop report.] to end of section.





Section O(1)(a):  Changed “customers” to “ESPs”.


Section Q(4)(b):  Deleted “past due”.


Section S(2)(c):  Added “in the required amount as specified in section S(2)(b).


Section S(3):  Sentenced revised.








SERVICE AGREEMENT





The term “UDC” replaced “utility” and “SDG&E” throughout the tariff.


There were punctuation and grammatical corrections.
