The applicant hereby authorizes SDG&E to enroll the electric accounts listed hereunder for the Hourly PX Rate Option from SDG&E.  The applicant understands that the accounts listed hereunder must be registered to the applicant, and the applicant must be an end-user of SDG&E.  The applicant understands that the entire loads of the meters listed below will receive Hourly PX Pricing services from SDG&E.  The applicant understands that all energy services, including meter and billing services, will be provided by SDG&E.  The applicant understands that SDG&E will compute the customer’s bill under this option as follows: the customer will be billed using the customer’s otherwise applicable default UDC service schedule, less an amount for Monthly Average PX charges, plus an amount for Hourly PX charges, plus an amount for bundled hourly meter services.

	[2]	METER SERVICE ELCETION



For each meter that the customer elects to place on the Hourly PX Rate Option, the customer is required to have a metering device capable of recording energy use at 15-minute intervals, at a minimum, including any communication systems needed to allow SDG&E and/or the customer to access the meter read data information, installed at customer’s expense (SDG&E will retain ownership of meter, and provide all metering services including meter reading).



	Hourly PX Pricing Meter Options:  (Select only one for all electric meters listed in this Agreement)



	(	Basic:   This Meter that has no communication ability, therefore it can only be read monthly. The meter reading usage data (96 fifteen-minute interval kW values per billing day) be made available to customer on a monthly basis.  Customers with interval data meter already installed (typically those with demand of 500 kW or greater) may use their current meter for Basic service, and the meter service fees for these customers will not apply since these meters are already recovered as a part of their otherwise applicable default UDC service schedules.



	(	Next-Day:  This Meter that can communicate a prior day’s meter reading usage data daily.  The meter reading usage data (96 fifteen-minute interval kW values per billing day) may be electronically made available to customer after 8:00 A.M. on the following day.



	(	Real-Time:  Meter that can transmit meter reading usage data (96 fifteen-minute interval kW  values per billing day) on request.  With  available software, customers can have real-time access to their meter reading usage data information.
