


The following definition will supersede the same definition filed in SDG&E’s pro forma tariffs on Direct Access implementation filed on July 15, 1997.








SMALL COMMERCIAL CUSTOMER:   A customer who is served under (1) Schedules A and A-TC irrespective of the loads served under these schedules; (2) all other non-residential service schedules, where a demand meter is in use and records a maximum demand of 20 kW or greater for no more than three monthly billing periods during the most recent 12-month period; and (3) all other non-residential service schedules, where a conventional (“non-demand”) meter is in use and records a maximum monthly electric usage of 12,000 kWh or greater for no more than three monthly billing periods during the most recent 12-month period.  Residential and small commercial customers, as defined herein, excluding those served under the utility’s agricultural and lighting service schedules, will be eligible for a 10% rate discount, effective January 1, 1998.














The following definition is a new definition to be added to SDG&E’s pro forma tariffs on Direct Access implementation filed on July 15, 1997.








SMALL CUSTOMER:  A customer who is classified as a residential or a small commercial customer.  A small customer, which includes small commercial customers served under the utility’s agricultural and lighting service schedules, will be eligible for statistical load profiles for purposes of determining the customer’s electric generation charges, including CTCs.  Small customers will not be eligible for meter services provided by non-utility parties until January 1, 1999, or until such time as the CPUC approves the expansion of non-utility meter services to these customers.
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
