	Applicable to irrigation district loads as allocated to the Utility and loads used to power pumps owned by members of the East Side Power Authority (ESPA) to pump water for district purposes, as determined by the Utility, in accordance with the provisions of Section 374 of the California Public Utilities (PU) Code.  This Schedule provides for determination of the monthly amount of Competition Transition Charge (CTC) exemptions for eligible customers commencing January 1, 1997.  This Schedule will expire on March 31, 2002.





TERRITORY


	Within the entire territory served.





RATES


	The bill as determined under the Otherwise Applicable Tariff shall be credited by an amount equal to the customer’s CTC exemption.  The CTC exemption is calculated based on portions of the Customer Charge, Demand Charge, and Energy Charge as set forth below:





	1.	The generation portion of the Customer Charge for the Otherwise Applicable Tariff as set forth in Preliminary Statement, Part I, Rate Schedule Summary (Part I), if applicable;





	2.	The generation portion of the per kW monthly Demand Charge for the Otherwise Applicable Tariff as set forth in  Part I, if applicable;





	3.	The CTC portion of the Energy Charge which is calculated by subtracting the  Power Exchange (PX) Energy Charge determined in accordance with Preliminary Statement, Part GG, adjusted for Line Loss as set forth in Preliminary Statement, Part GG from the Generation Energy Charge.





	4.	The generation portion of all other charges for the Otherwise 	Applicable Tariff as set forth in Part I, if applicable.

	3.		Non-ESPA Irrigation Districts:  Non-ESPA irrigation district loads eligible for service under this Schedule shall be allocated to the Utility by the California Energy Resources Conservation and Development Commission based on the procedures set forth in Section 374 of the PU Code.
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
