ELECTRIC POWER PURCHASES





APPLICABILITY





	Applicable to all customers who receive their electric power from the utility, either as a default UDC customer or a customer electing the Hourly PX Rate option.  Customers taking service under the Hourly PX Rate option shall be take service under this schedule in conjunction with services provided under Schedule DA, the tranportation-only charges for Direct Access.








TERRITORY





	Applicable thoughout the territory served by the utility.








RATES





	Charges for service rendered under this schedule shall be subject to change as frequently as once an hour and shall reflect the Power Exchange (PX) price for electric generation in Southern California (Zone 4).





	Customers who elect the Hourly PX Rate option, or customers who receive default UDC services and whose service tariff requires Interval Metering capabilities, as defined in Rule 1, Definitions, will have their generation billed using the latest available posted PX price.





	Customers who receive default UDC services and are not required to have Interval Metering capabilities will have their generation billed using load profile techniques, which will pass through the average cost of procuring electric power from the PX.





	The PX prices posted in this tariff shall reflect the official posted PX price, plus an adder for franchise fees and uncollectibles, net of the franchise fee differential.  In addition, the utility will endeavor to provide access, through an electronic bullentin board, to customers the latest available PX price information in as timely a fashion as possible.








	Other Charges





	Billing adjustments may be necessary to reflect changes in energy used in developing the PX charges of prior periods.





	The minimum charges shall be the customer or service fees, or the minimum bills, of the customer’s applicable rate schedules taken in conjunction with or reflecting thr charges under this rate schedule.





	A late payment charge may be apply to the customer’s billing charges whenever the customer fails to pay for services rendered under this schedule.  See Rule 9 for further details.

RATES  (Continued)





	Franchise Fee Differential





	A franchise fee differential of 1.9% will be applied to the bills calculated under this schedule for all customers residing within the corporate limits of the City of San Diego.  Such franchise fee differential shall be so indicated and added as a separate item to bills rendered to such customers.











	Monthly Averages - PX Prices (cents/kwh)





	The following prices shall apply to customers who are billed using load profile techniques.  These prices reflect the utility’s average cost of procuring electric power from the PX for the calendar month.  These prices reflect the generation charges implicit in the customer’s UDC tariff charges.

	Posted PX Prices   (cents/kwh)





	The following prices shall apply to customers who have Interval Metering and acquire elecric power from the utility.  The utility will endeavor to update these prices at least once a week.  At the customer’s expense, the utility will provide the means to enable the customer to access to this information in a timely fashion.  Please refer to Rule 25, Utility Meter Service Options and Obligations, for further details.
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Interval Metering Services





	For customers who acquire Interval Metering, the utility offers three meter options.  For options 2 and 3, the customer may need telecommunications services to enable the customer to electronically access customer meter reads.  The utility may provide such services as stated in item 4 below.  For option 3, the customer may need to purchase a software package to enable the customer to receive customer information on a real-time basis.  The utility will not provide software packages.

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SPECIAL CONDITIONS








1.	Definitions.  The definitions of principle terms used in this schedule are found either herein or in Rule 1, Definitions.








2.	Electric Power Purchases.  Service under this schedule shall reflect utility charges for electric power purchases only.  The utility will acquire electric generation from a FERC/CPUC certified Power Exchange (PX) pool that serves Southern California (Zone 4).








3.	Hourly PX Rate Option.  Customers, who receive default UDC services and are not required to have Interval Metering, may elect to purchase their electric power directly from the PX through the utility.  These customers will be required to have Interval Metering, as defined in Rule 1, at the customer’s expense, and complete complete Form 143-01959 (6/97), Request for Hourly Pricing.  This option also requires service under this schedule be taken in conjunction with transportation-only services stated under Schedule DA.  See Rule 24 for further details on the service requirments applicable to hourly PX rate option customers.








4.	Load Profiling.  Customers who do not have Interval Metering will be billed using load profiling techniques.  These techniques develop an hour-by-hour electric use profile for a specific customer class, as identified herein.  Posted hourly PX prices are applied to this profile to derive an average cost of PX purchases by the utility for that customer class.  Individual customer bills may reflect a proration of monthly average PX prices to correspond to the customer’s actual billing cycle.








5.	Term of Service.  Service under this schedule shall be for initial term of one month, and shall automatcially renew for subsequent one-month periods unless terminated by either party with at least 30 days written notice prior to the end of the month.








6.	Service Restrictions.  Service under schedule is limited whole meters, or 100% of the load served by individual single meters.
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
