	4.	Incremental Usage:  Incremental Usage, which is defined for both energy and demand, is the difference between recorded usage and Base Period Usage by time period.

Seasons and Time Periods:  The seasons and time periods for billing under this schedule shall be the seasons and time periods associated with Edison’s purchases of electricity from Qualifying Facilities under Edison’s published “Monthly Report of Avoided Cost Pricing”, or its successor, for a 122-Day Summer Season. 
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
