2.	The Executive Summary will be revised to reflect the agreement discussed in Item 	1 above.


3.	Sections XIV, XV, and XVI will be moved to the RSIF outline.


4. 	Change “market participants” to “end use customers.”


5.	Place the “open architecture” section under “Objectives”


6.	Revise the metering requirements discussion to focus on requirements with and 	without interval metering. 


7. 	Discuss assumptions in the individual topic areas.


8.	Add “common meter data model” under Meter Records.


9.	Several other changes will be made as agreed.


10.	There was a discussion concerning whether meter installation, operation, and 	maintenance or meter reading were within the scope of the MDCS Workshop. The 	parties present at the Pre-Workshop meeting could not resolve the issue.  It was 	agreed that the issue will be researched further by the UDCs.
