“PERMANENT STANDARDS WORKING GROUP”


FOR METER STANDARDS UNDER DIRECT ACCESS





Pursuant to D.97-12-048, Ordering Paragraph 7, the Energy Division has scheduled a workshop to determine who is interested in serving on a Permanent Standards Working Group (PSWG), and to establish the various subgroups that may be needed to review particular kinds of meter standards.





The workshop will be held in the Commission’s Auditorium, 505 Van Ness Avenue, San Francisco CA, on January 30, 1998.  The workshop will be conducted from 9:00 a.m. to 12 p.m., and 1 p.m. to 5 p.m.  Any member of the public may attend this workshop.  The Commission’s Training Room is wheelchair-accessible. In D.97-12-048 (pp. 47-49), the Commission stated that it was adopting interim meter standards in order to allow more time for development of permanent standards.  The Commission noted that “This review and development should involve the market participants who design and manufacture meters, metering devices, and meter reading systems, as well as the UDCs, the ESPs, the MSPs, the MDMAs, and customer groups.”  The PSWG is intended to serve as the forum for this process, and will ultimately recommend what permanent standards should be adopted by the Commission.





This workshop will serve as the first organizational meeting of the PSWG.
