Re:  	Non-Confidential Customer Information Data Base (NCDB) now available on 


CD-ROM 





On October 9, 1997, the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) approved the release of certain customer-specific energy usage information to Electricity Service Providers and others requesting the information.energy suppliers planning to provide direct access retail energy sales to electric customers in California.  This decision was based on the recommendations of a CPUC sponsored workshop, which took place last July  The information we are providing, which is called the non-confidential customer information data base (NCDB), includes twelve months of individual usage history for most of our approximately four million customers, Information providedomitting will not include any confidential customer identification information such as the customer’s name and address or enable the receiving entity to determine a individual customer identity.  The CPUC has ordered Edison to make the NCDBthis database available for purchase no later than November 24, 1997within 45 days.  Therefore, the subscription period is from October 27 through November 7, 1997.





Any interested entity may purchase a copy of Edison’s the Non-Confidential Database (NCDB) for customers within the SCE service territory.  In order to allow time for us to prepare the information, we are requesting that you place your order on or before November 14, 1997.





The cost of an individual copy of the NCDB will be based on Edison’s firm cost estimate of the cost of development of the database$11,000, divided by the number of ordersrequests received by November 14, 1997.during the subscription period    Any requests received after the subscription period will be subject to that same fee.  Anticipate a fee in the range of $ _____ to $ ______, with a guaranteed cap of $ ______.Based on expected levels of participation, we expect the cost of an individual copy could range from below $400 to about $900.  In any case, we will not charge more than $900.  (These figures do not include sales tax.)





The NCDB will be in CD-ROM format.  Information for residential customers will include: (a) the five-digit zip code; (b) the rate category; (c) monthly usage; and (d) the meter read date.  Non-residential customer information will include: (a) the first three digits of the zip code; (b) the first two digits of the standard industrial classification code; (c) the rate category; (d) monthly usage; and (e) the meter read date.  MFor both,  residential and small commercial customers monthly usage will be based on the information available for the last available energy usage data, up to 12 months, for the period October 1996 through September 1997.  We intend to screen the customer information using procedures adopted by the CPUC to preserve the confidentiality of customer identity, and we may omit some customers or combine some zip code categories as a result.  Customers with usage of 500 kW or above (those customers on rate schedule TOU-8) will not be included due to confidentiality considerations.
