Workshop Notes



These notes provide a summary of our workshop discussions; what we decided to do next; when we will do it; and the further next steps that we discussed for later this year.

Workshop Summary



Participants held a general discussion around the question of whether it would be possible for the UDCs to eventually agree upon a uniform DLF methodology.  We reached general agreement that additional information is necessary before the group can make informed decisions about what to do in the future.  This information will consist of (1) additional UDC background about the “interim” methodologies the UDCs were ordered to implement by D.97-12-090; and (2) additional “real-world” data that will begin to become available once the ISO and PX become operational.  Parties agreed on a timetable to begin to provide the methodological pieces of this information, and a schedule for further action and meetings.



Parties will also post to the website any existing documents that describe their analysis or positions regarding the need for accurate DLF methodologies.  This material may have been placed on the record in the rate unbundling proceeding, for example.

A description of the data used in the interim DLF calculations

A discussion of the general cost concerns of the UDCs regarding implementing potential changes to interim methodologies��2��Review Period:  all parties will spend 3 weeks reviewing the UDC filings and familiarizing themselves with the methodologies presented.
