DQI Report Update

Dan stated that all three UDCs are planning to make comments.  Comment period ends next week (Report was filed April 6th).



PX Review Filing:

Although Janie was not at the meeting, she provided information on the PX filing summarizing the PX Credit Audit.  This activity is out of the scope of the DQIWG.  A short discussion on what the three UDCs have seen on the PX’s review of the UDCs’ bundled customers occurred.  The PX’s review is ongoing. 



MADEN Categories:

Janie provided a very good summary on the MADEN process.  The group reviewed the document and identified which MADEN type correlated to the MSP and the MDMA.  



The MADEN types are similar to what we wanted in the DQI event reports.  However, at the moment only the UDCs generate the MADENs, ESPs are not generating MADENS.  DQI would like to see tallies of the MADEN types that are occurring.  This way we can make some type of assessment of what are the issues.  Gina took the action to contact the two UDCs and see if they would release to DQI the tallies of the MADEN categories. 



Settlement Improvements Project Update

Glen passed out a document that summarized the issues being reviewed in the Settlement Improvement Project at the ISO.  The SIT team is presently in the process of prioritizing the items for actions.  When the voting is complete, Glen will send the results to the DQI group.
