DQI Meeting Notes


 June 8, 1999





The meeting was held at PG&E facilities and after introductions the meeting notes from last meeting and the agenda was approved.





DQI Comments


Dan Barber gave a summary of the comments that were filed on the April 6th DQI Report.  A discussion was then held about communicating the intent of the various detection mechanisms recommended in the DQI report to assist market participants gain the proper perspective.  It was agreed that a paper would not be necessary but possibly a “talking points” type of communication would be issued when a detection mechanism was ready for formal recommendation.





MADEN Categories


Janie Mollon led the discussion about using the MADENs as a possible event reports.  The discussion was focused on the intent of the MADENs and that they were not intended to be used as a reporting mechanism.  Two UDCs shared some of the statistics they have accumulated thus far using the MADENs.  Discussions were then held about how DQI could suggest the closing the loop for MADENs and use them for reporting by the various categories.  It was concluded that Janie would come up with a skeleton report to use as event reports and we would discuss this further at the next meeting.





Settlement Improvement Project Update


Glen Perez could not attend the meeting, however, he did send team members an email informing them of the proposed change in the ISO settlement process.  The main change to the process is for the ISO to settle on business days instead of calendar days.  This would allow the Scheduling Coordinators more time in their settlement process and would add time for the dispute process.  Glen proposed three major questions to the DQI group to discuss which included:


How can this change in dates can postively effect the quality of meter data being submitted to the SC and then to the ISO?  ANSWER It was agreed that the settlement time would lengthen, but it was unclear if that would improve the data being sent up the food chain.  Members will check with their respective organizations


Can this extended time be used by the MDMA, ESP or SC?  ANSWER  The SC will have more time and the ESP could have more time depending on the contract between the ESP and their SC.  The MDMAs still have the five day standard for having 99% of the data filed on the server within five days.  The MDMA could have more time to fill in estimates for the ESPs as long as they did not go beyond the standard for the amount of data they should estimate.


What process could be changed to result in getting better quality meter data to the ISO?  ANSWER We would have to take this to Rule 22 Working Group to get the Permanent Standards Working Group Decision changed.  This could possibly lengthen the number of days but shorten the settlement aggregation time.  All market participants will check on this.





The DQI group posed this question to the ISO and Scheduling Coordinators:  


Can the ISO give statistics on the quality of settlement data?





Monitoring Methods:


Audits:


Derek Stevenson then gave an update on the audit templates for both the MSP and MDMA functions.  It was discussed and then concluded that Derek should start getting feedback from the MAVI (MDMA) group and the Meter Specific Services (MSS) subgroup to further define the templates.

MDMA Performance


A discussion was held about the performance monitoring report and how it should be used.  It was concluded since we don’t have CPUC approval on how to distribute the report we would continue to work on getting the report consistent between the three UDCs.  The difference between the PSWG report of counting working days for interval and business days was discussed and how the UDCs interpreted this in their report generation.  The group concluded that Jamie McGrath of SCE should take the lead on this detection mechanism and he would report back to the group next meeting.


Usage Data Reconciliation:


Jim Knik reported that SCE is starting to work with ESPs and have seen some problems with ESP settlement systems and that they are going through constant re-running of data.  He will try and get January thru March 1999 data before the next meeting.  Jim also stated that he would get us a sample package of the data comparison that they give to the ESPs by next meeting.  PG&E and SDG&E both stated that they have started building their systems.





New Business


It was decided that most of the next meeting would be concentrated on learning more about the settlement process and how that could be improved.  The group had a brief discussion on how to handle post-settlement adjustments and discussing a possible recommendation.  All agreed to try and bring settlement people into this arena.





Next Meeting:


The next meeting for the DQI group will be on July 15th in San Diego at the Century Park facilities.  Specifics will be coming out later from SDG&E.
