As discussed in D.97-12-090 (pg. 25), the Commission found merit in the idea of a continuing stakeholder effort to address data quality and integrity issues, stating “Since the rules and procedures that we have adopted for direct access are entirely new, as are the rules and procedures imposed upon the ISO and the PX by the FERC, a working group should be formed to identify any gaps or flaws in the rules and procedures for information exchange.  This should include the informational exchanges at the ISO and SC level which impact the UDCs and ESPs.

Interested parties may file comments on the workshop report within 30 days from the date of service of the notice of availability.
