1- Legend: Y=“YES”, N=“NO”, A=“Abstain,” and blank spaces on the Matrix indicate no choice was made.





2- Although there were 40 companies who have attended PSWG plenaries, only 29 stakeholders meet the attendance requirements of having attended two out of the most recent three meetings, including the current meeting.





3- Twenty five (28 ) of the twenty nine (29) eligible stakeholders were present during the roll call ballots, which were announced in the agenda  seven days prior to the May 28th meeting.  The requirement for a quorum is a minimum of 50% of the eligible stakeholders must participate. This criteria was met   with over 96% in attendance.





4- In order for an issue to be approved for inclusion in the final report to the CPUC, a two thirds (66 & 2/3%) majority vote of the qualified voting membership is required. The 100% number of eligible voters is based only on those qualified to vote, and in attendance and does not include abstentions.





5- The issues are stated in document #PSWG.5/28/98.014, provided with the minutes and handed out at the meeting by Kirsten Stacey and posted on the WEB.  The issues were labeled  “Vote Items” #1 to #4. 





6- Vote Item #1 was portions of The Meter Maintenance, Calibration and Testing Recommendations (sections III, IV, and V) and received 28 “YES” votes,  Zero “NO”  votes and Zero Abstentions.  The issue was approved.





7- Vote Item #2 was related to ANSI Standards C12.1 and C12.20 and received 28 “YES” votes,  Zero “NO”  votes and Zero Abstentions.  This issue was approved.





8- Vote Item #3 was titled (after modification by the PSWG) as “Meter Data Management Agent Busine
