1- Legend: Y=“YES”,  N=“NO”,  A=“Abstain”  and blank spaces on the Matrix indicate no choice was made.





2- Although there were 42 companies who have attended PSWG plenaries, only 30 stakeholders meet the attendance requirements of having attended two out of the most recent three meetings, including the current meeting.





3- Not all voting representatives were available for both of the role call ballot items.  The roll call ballots were announced in the agenda  seven days prior to the  JUNE 25th meeting.  The requirement for a quorum is a minimum of 50% of the eligible stakeholders must participate.





4- In order for an issue to be approved for inclusion in the final report to the CPUC, a two thirds (66 & 2/3%) majority vote of the qualified voting membership is required. The 100% number of eligible voters is based only on those qualified to vote, and in attendance and does not include abstentions.





5-Vote Item #1 was” MSP/METER WORKER QUALIFICATIONS” and was hand balloted, and was unanimous.





6- Vote Item #2 consisted of 3 sections “REQUIREMENTS FOR STICKERS, SEALING AND LOCKING:” and “REQUIREMENTS FOR LABELING MANUFACTURING DATE ON NEW METER PRODUCTS:” and “REQUIREMENTS FOR REBUILT, RETROFIT, AND REPAIRED METER PRODUCTS:” and were not roll call balloted.  These items were approved by a hand vote with 2 abstentions and no “no” votes.


 


7- Vote Item #3 was a proposal to implement EDI by 1/1/99 and did not pass as the item failed to garner a 66 & 2/3%  majority.





8- Vote ITEM #4 was developed by the PSWG and is outlined in the meeting minutes for 6/25/98.  This proposal established 1/1/99 as the date to complete plans for EDI migration, and to roll out EDI based on these plans, no later than 12/31/99.  The vote was 22 “YES” votes, 2 “NO” votes and 3 abstentions.  It should be noted that the count of 21 “YES” votes announced at the meeting was in error due to a miscount.
