 Meeting rules were agreed as follows (subject to modification by the Plenary PSWG):


 No side conversations


 Silence means consent


 One person speaks at a time


 All persons to be courteous and respectful


 Chris King was elected as coordinator of the Subgroup





 An approach to developing recommendations was agreed as follows:


 Approach with the following steps based on A. Nevolo’s draft and amendments:


 Agree on definitions for key terms


 Survey open standards


 Organize the standards 


 Identify and evaluate alternative interface standards


 Develop and apply criteria to evaluate the standards


 Recommend standards to the PSWG for recommendation to the CPUC


 Define a process for on-going standards review





 Organizational ground rules were agreed as follows:


 The subgroup will be open


 The subgroup will use a democratic process


 The purpose of the subgroup is to recommend standards


 The subgroup will publish its results.





 Administrative and logistical rules were agreed as follows:


 Meetings must be scheduled 10 business days in advance


Agendas must be posted 5 business days in advance, and agenda items must be specific


 Proposals must be distributed via e-mail 5 business days in advance of meetings


 Proposals must be written and concise


 Background documents should be submitted separately


 Meeting notes to be distributed within 5 business days

6. The following Subgroup goals were agreed upon:


Review interim and other available standards and recommend changes and/or new standards and/or business rules to the PSWG for recommendation to the CPUC 


Define a process for future changes to the standards and business rules, including a means for communicating such changes to the market


Agree on interpretations of CPUC decisions and working group reports


Propose recommended timelines, as appropriate, for the implementation of permanent, uniform business rules and standards


Prioritize the Subgroup’s scope of work


Simplify meter data information exchange processes as much as possible


Be consistent with the work of other working groups


Agree on a common data format at the MDMA Server


Two additional goals were discussed and deferred to other working groups:


Recognize MDMA interface to the ISO: this was deferred to the Data Quality and Integrity Working Group (DQIWG)


Agree on a common data format at the meter interface: this was deferred to the Meter Data Communications Subgroup of the PSWG





We discussed the roles and relationships of various groups as follows:


MDMA Users Group (MUG): focus on 1998 issues, technical issues, resolving ongoing operational problems


PSWG: focus on permanent business rules and standards, 1999 orientation


DQIWG: focus on Retail Settlement Information Flow (RSIF) decision and issues, total industry data integrity, audit and compliance


Rule 22: focus on any suggested changes or clarification of Direct Access business rules as embodied in the tariffs (Rule 22)


UDC MDMA Forums: focus on MDMA acceptance process, communicating results of UDC coordination efforts to the market, and working join
