Review monthly data validation rules of Version 1.4, Draft 3


The group discussed purposes for each check; those comments will be incorporated in the next revision of the draft document.


The monthly validation rules were discussed; clarifications will be incorporated in the next draft.  Major changes/questions discussed are as follows:


Hi/lo Usage - PG&E uses more complex algorithms than are in the CPUC ruling, based on having data from the previous day’s reads for similar customers in the same geographic area.  They will circulate a description.  It was agreed that more complex procedures that go above the minimum required could be included as optional.


Hi/lo Usage - the group clarified how the optional re-read is handled


Hi/lo demand - the group agreed that in the new marketplace, the percentages are too tight - 40% to 200% was proposed.  There was discussion as to how useful this test will be.  For the next meeting, SDG&E will present any data they’ve gathered from the market so far, and PG&E will present a reasonableness check between demand (kW) and kWh as a possible alternative.  This will be revisited at the next meeting.  It was noted that all the checks need to be revisited after there is some market data to evaluate their effectiveness.


Time checks need to be added for time-of-use data.


There are no estimation rules in the ruling for time-of-use data to use as a starting point.  


Two DASR questions/issues were raised:


Do DASRs include the number of dials on the meter (needed for one of the checks)?


Could DASRs include information about “irregular usage” customers?


A comment should be added to the time check regarding network latency.


The question was raised - what are the rules for demand and TOU when they are calculated based on interval data?  The group agreed this would addressed after the monthly VEE requirements have been addressed.





Next Steps:


There will be a meeting immediately after the UDC/MDMA User Group meeting on May 5 to discuss interval VEE.  Areas to be include:
