Notes from INTERVAL VEE Conference Call 6/5/98

Discussions:


Appendix A - the group discussed Valerie Nibler’s proposal and agreed it should be added as an alternate way to prorate data when the meter time is off.  Examples will be added to clarify it, and “adjust” will be changed to “scale” to avoid confusion with adjusted data.


Jayne will provide a list of holidays.


The group discussed the document, and agreed it should be kept as one document instead of splitting interval and monthly rules into two different documents.  The group also agreed it would be good to try to reformat the document to make it easier to read.  Valerie Nibler agreed to try to reformat the interval section of the document.  For the final review June 18, the group can review both versions (original and reformatted) side by side.


The group reviewed the interval check and estimation portions of the document section by section:


The group discussed test mode again.  The agreement was that the customer should not be charged for the test load.  Most equipment records zeroes for revenue data quantities while the meter is in test mode.  It was agreed that reporting zeroes was ok rather than estimating the data.  If the meter is inadvertently left in test mode, the data needs to be estimated.


The group discussed High/low check - section 3.5.1.  Valerie will provide a summary of previous discussions on doing this check before and after estimation.


The group discussed the need to report the actual estimation algorithm in CMEP (or whatever the interface standard is).  The group believes it is sufficient to report that the data was estimated, and that the MDMA must maintain records of the estimation algorithm used for each interval.  Kathy will check with Jim Price to see if he remembers the reasons for requiring the estimation algorithm originally.


The group discussed which days should be used for estimation in 4.2.1 through 4.2.6.  The agreement was to always use the present billing period first, even if there were other days “closer” to the day needing estimation in the previous month.  For consistency and ease of MDMA acceptance testing, if two days are the same “distance” from the day requiring estimation and are both in the same billing month, the earlier day has precedence.  This should be implemented by 6/1/99.  Examples will be added.
