Notes from INTERVAL VEE Conference Call 6/12/98

Discussions:


The group discussed the requirement to report the specific estimation algorithm in CMEP (or other future format).  Two possible reasons for doing this are to allow “spot checking” of the MDMA by its customers (ESP and UDC) or to assist a customer service representative in responding to a customer question.  The group believes the rules are defined in sufficient detail that this is not required, and that knowing the specific estimation algorithm would not assist the customer service rep.  Note the MDMA is still required to record this information for audit and dispute purposes.


The group discussed the addition of a data flag to indicate the data is verified (i.e., the data failed a validation check, but was manually verified).  The group should think about this; a decision will need to be made at the meeting 6/18.


The group discussed holidays.  Both SCE and SDG&E use the same 8 holidays in their tariffs.  SCE had previously noted that their tariffs (which are frozen) specify that holidays will be used to estimate holidays.  PG&E will verify the holidays in their tariffs.  General consensus is to use the 8 holidays in SCE’s list.  Again, this will be decided at the meeting 6/18.


The group discussed what “like” days should be used to choose reference days for estimation.  Three options were discussed:


leave it the way it is now.  This specifies that the three days should come from the current billing period first; if there are not three like days in the current billing period, then go to the previous billing period


change the rules to use the three closest like days, which would typically include days from the previous and current billing period.  The rules could specify which direction to go when there’s a tie - recommendation is to go with earlier date.  For example, if June 2, 1998 needed estimation, the three like days would be May 19, May 26, and June 9, regardless of billing cycle (assuming you had data from June 9).  There would need to be a phase in period for people to adapt to this interpretation of the rules - suggested date is 6/1/99.

The group also discussed Valerie Nibler’s reformatting of the document, and agreed the reformatting was good, and it was good to pull very detailed technical information and examples into an appendix.  This document will be the basis for discussion at next week’s meeting.


The group discussed the summary report and agreed the overall contents and format were good.  Kathy will add additional information and revise it for review next week.





Next Steps:


There will be a FINAL REVIEW meeting in LA Thursday, June 18, at 9:00 am PDT.  This meeting will go through the document section by section to agree on final wording.  A final version will be presented to the PSWG MDMA subgroup Tuesday, June 23.  If you have any substantial comments, please do not wait until June 18 to bring them up!
