


UNIVERSAL GUIDELINES and GOALS:


Recommendations will promote consistency of work requirements and practices for all market participants in California.


Recommendations will contain minimum requirements to ensure public and meter worker safety.


Recommendations will represent minimum technical and business requirements, not maximum.


Recommendations will be driven by functions, not entities to the greatest possible extent.


Recommendations will seek and include opportunities to simplify and automate business and information interfaces.


Recommendations not immediately implementable will include a timeline for implementation.
