Proposal for Handling Costs Arising from 


Rule 22 Working Group Adopted Operational Changes





The three UDCs (PG&E, SCE and SDG&E) agree to implement changes to their individual Direct Access operational guidelines and systems support (whether automated or manual) which are authorized by the participants at official meetings of the Rule 22 Direct Access Tariff Working Group.  Those changes may be proposed by individual attendees of a Rule 22 meeting or by a sub-committee of the Rule 22 Working Group.  A change will be authorized only when the participants at the Rule 22 meeting unanimously agree that the change is intended “to accommodate the implementation of direct access,” as required by Public Utilities Code §376.  Such agreement will not restrict the right of any party to oppose the reasonableness of a UDC’s expenditures on the agreed-upon change or to raise any otherwise available objection in a subsequent proceeding brought by the UDC for recovery of costs pursuant to Section 376, other than objection to the decision itself to make the change or its necessity to accommodate the implementation of direct access.
