Issues for Follow-up from 11/9-10 Meeting


Presentation of status reports to OCC and Rule 22.  (Jim Price)


When changes affecting the service delivery point occur (e.g., a meter change), simply report the beginning and end of the service period, in each of multiple “PTD” loops corresponding to the multiple meters in the billing period.


Feedback on recommendation to report a single type of data (cumulative or interval) for each billing period (i.e., based on the type of meter in place at the end of the billing period).


Draft of “Issues with Technical Group Resolution”


Confirm:  Since a new MDMA is responsible for data as soon as an old meter (one that is being replaced) is out of its socket, each MDMA should send its own data.


Feedback from UDCs:  If data is available regarding an account but is not billing quality, it can be flagged “as is”, i.e., unverified.  Are the UDCs concerned about sending non-billing quality load research data as part of the historical data?


Confirm:  Data that is requested to be resent can be reposted just by placing the original file back on the server (marked as “original” data) instead of being reprocessed into a new file (marked as “resent” data).


Proposal concerning EDI testing criteria (go/ no-go consequences, etc.)  -  Issues include:  do we want to set limits on testing, and can proper performance be assured after testing?  (Larry Colwell)
