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Issue





As the migration of the output data format for meter usage data from CMEP to EDI is being planned, questions have arisen including whether interval or cumulative meter data should be sent from the old to the new MDMA when a customer switches ESPs, and whether a request for meter data to be sent from the old to the new MDMA should be automatically triggered when a customer switches ESPs.





Background





Section H(7)(d) of Rule 22 as adopted by D.97-12-087 provides:


The MDMA is required to keep the most recent 12 months of Customer consumption data for each DA Customer.  Such data must be retained for a period of 36 months.  Such data must be released on request to the customer or, if authorized by the customer, to any ESP or to the UDC.�





This is a separate requirement from Section E(16)’s requirement for a customer’s old ESP to provide historical usage data when the customer changes to a new ESP:


A maximum of twelve (12) months of customer usage data, or the amount available for that customer, will be sent fr
