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JOINT FILING OF METER, METER READING, AND METER INSTALLATION STANDARDS HANDBOOK BY PACIFIC GAS AND ELECTRIC COMPANY (U 39E), SAN DIEGO GAS & ELECTRIC COMPANY


(U 902M), AND SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA EDISON COMPANY (U 338E) IN COMPLIANCE WITH DECISION 98-12-080 





	Pacific Gas and Electric Company, San Diego Gas & Electric Company, and Southern California Edison Company (the UDCs) hereby file with the California Public Utilities Commission a uniform handbook of meter, meter reading, and meter installation standards for direct access metering services provided by the UDCs, electric service providers (ESPs), meter service providers (MSPs), and meter data management agents (MDMAs).  The handbook gathers together, in a single volume, the standards adopted by the Commission in Decision 98-12-080 (the Decision).  The handbook, entitled “Direct Access Standards for Metering and Meter Data in California” (DASMMD), is attached to this pleading.


Originally, the UDCs were directed to file advice letters 30 days after the effective date of the Decision.  See Ordering Paragraph 1.b of D. 98-12-080.  On January 7, 1999, the Commission’s Executive Director granted an extension until March 1, 1999 for the UDCs to make their compliance filings, partly on the grounds that the additional time would allow the UDCs to develop uniform language implementing the standards adopted by the Decision.  The UDCs are pleased to report to the Commission that this goal has been met.  The UDCs also believe that their effort to produce a single volume of uniform direct access metering standards meets the intent of Ordering Paragraph 1.c of Decision 98-12-080 which authorizes the Assigned Administrative Law Judge to direct that all the direct access metering standards adopted by the Decision be gathered together into one document.


Simultaneous with this joint filing of the DASMMD, each UDC is today filing an advice letter containing direct access tariff changes required by Decision 98-12-080.  In its advice filing, each UDC incorporates by reference the DASMMD into its direct access tariffs. The Commission and interested stakeholders should therefore review those advice letters in conjunction with the DASMMD.  Together the UDCs’ respective advice letters and this joint filing constitute the UDCs’ compliance with Ordering Paragraphs 1.b and 1.c of Decision 98-12-080.
