Introductions, Review of Agenda and Goals for Meeting


Status of recommendation to OCC/ Rule 22 (to be verified or reworded):  The group has worked toward a goal of identifying a baseline functionality that will allow interoperability among market participants (trading partners).  That is, instead of risking a situation where small market participants must implement multiple technologies because incompatible solutions were implemented by larger market participants, this goal is to identify a technology that would be included in everyone’s implementation.  This is not meant to impose any limit on innovation or implementation of additional, alternative technologies by trading partners, however.  In the possibility that Internet transmission of EDI needs to be implemented by July 20, 1999, opportunities exist now for utilities to implement Internet transmission, which include services provided by Value Added Networks (at the cost of service fees) as well as implementation of internal systems.  The timing of implementing internal systems involves balancing internal cost-effectiveness with related resource constraints, and for planning beyond July 1999, continuing discussion will provide the foundation for a long-term solution.
