Agenda Items�


Framing the ISO/PX settlement issue 


Some questions were asked about Item No. #2 framing the ISO/PX settlement issue for hand off to the new DQI OCC group.  The issue was defined as what were the enhancements to data quality if the settlement time lines were extended.  After some discussion, this question would seem to be better posed to the MDMAs and then reported to the DQI working group.  Follow up on this item with MDMAs and the DQI sub-team will be done at the OCC meeting on 3/30.





Revenue Assurance Billing Policies


Highlights of the Revenue Assurance Program was given to the group by John Vitali of SCE.  The billing options for recovered revenue as outlined in the Revenue Assurance Report was described and questions about establishing a Balancing account was raised.  A discussion then led to a consensus that in order to be consistent with other billing policies, the Revenue Assurance portion would be tabled until the group could better define rebilling issues. Adjustments versus Rebills


Discussions were then held about when to use adjustments versus rebate/rebills.  The subgroup gave out handouts with some examples of 3 month rebate/rebill issues and a list of comments with additional questions that should be asked and answered by all participants.  Action items from this issue that is needed by the next meeting  include:


The UDCs should provide a list of root cause of current rebate/rebills (omit DA switch causes)


All participants should prepare a list of their “heartburn issues” for rebills


All participants should be prepared to talk about their system constraints


All participants should answer the questions posed by the subgroup on the comments handout
