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The meeting was hosted by SDG&E and held in their Ash Street facility, from 9 AM to 3:30 PM.  The attendee list is provided at the end of these minutes.

Finalize the scheduling process, instructions, and implementation date





The group reviewed the proposed process and the user guide instructions for meter installation scheduling.  Although there we several action issues and processes yet to be completed, the group felt implementation could move forward on January 21, 1999 with the first weekly scheduling process.  Outstanding issues that required feedback are as follows:


File name conventions for exchanging spreadsheets:  Several ideas have been exchanged and a “mix” of proposals has been documented in the Joint UDC - ESP Metering Handbook.   The guide update will be distributed in the same email as these minutes.  Feedback and suggestions for changes can be forwarded to Teresa Acuna (tacuna@sdge.com) or Sue Sponsel (sjs3@pge.com).   Changes will be reviewed via email or conference call with final decisions confirmed at the next MSS meeting.  


How to code the responses or actions related to the schedule needed development.  The draft format included some potential codes.  Jim Price provided the response codes that are currently used in other EDI transactions.  These codes appear to have some usefulness for the scheduling responses.  The listing of these codes is contained in the email under the file name: “sched confirmation codes. Doc”.   Response to these codes is required by the next MSS meeting.


 


Review any feedback on the Meter Installation Removal Notification (MIRN Form).


	


	The MIRN form was implemented in early December for use by all parties to submit meter install or change information to UDC’s in California.   During the discussion, there were requests to add or remove data fields.  Some items were based on individual company’s requirements to forward this form to their ESP or MDMA.   Others will be added on future revisions.


	Generally the feedback was positive and few problems were reported.  There is still concern about the use of this form by the UDCs and if this form should be sent from one MSP to another when that relationship changes.  This issue will be added to the  DASR Related Metering Issues group for discussion and  resolution.





Review “grouped” priority listings for action & define smaller groups to brainstorm possible solutions on these issues.


	Since many major policy issues have been resolved, it may be possible to speed up the research and decision making process on the MSS outstanding issues.  To that end, participants joined smaller groups and team leads were selected for each work group.  The goal is to work off line on options and bring information back to the next meeting.   Specifics on these work efforts are in the attached file “MSSISS~1.doc”.
