814 Implementation plans for PGE will be released 6/2/99.

Cut Over is defined as the date that the UDC will no longer support previous form(s) for enrollment.

After 814 implementation, SDGE & PGE will not support 3070 or CMEP/CSV.

SCE will continue to support CMEP/CSV but not 3070 after 814 implementation.  SCE’s CSV/CMEP after 9/18/99 will be updated with added functionality of 814.

SCE needs to know by 7/31/99 if dates need to be moved for cutover.  SCE can’t make changes from 9/18/99 to 2/18/99.  Concerned that not many ESPs are present at OCC to discuss dates.

SDGE only supports EDI now, so they see 814 as a version conversion.

For PGE 814 is a complete protocol change because they don’t support EDI now.

Concerns expressed by ESPs about the difficulty of having to support different versions at the same time (especially for smaller ESPs).

Van vs. Internet.  Van is currently being used for all UDCs.  SDGE/SCE working on internet.  PGE is currently on internet.

814 implementation will be communicated to ESPs through UDC account managers and Rule 22.

Rule 22 needs to broadcast timeline and notes for information along w/ OCC materials that will be published.  Action Item:  Aaron Thomas & Steve Roscow to create note for Rule 22 regarding implementation.
