I am writing as coordinator of the Meter Usage Data Task Group, which is a part of the Operations Coordinating Committee (OCC), of the CPUC's Direct Access Tariff Review Committee ("Rule 22" Committee).  (This is not a formal inquiry on behalf of the CPUC.)  You are probably aware that CPUC decisions have adopted the migration of meter usage data from the interim California Meter Exchange Protocol (CMEP) to Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) by February 1, 2000.  At the November OCC/ Rule 22 Committee meeting, a question arose as to whether market participants are prepared for this change, and I agreed to survey market participants once the OCC meeting notes were distributed.  If another member of your organization is more familiar with this migration of data formats, please forward my inquiry to them.  I will report at the OCC meeting on Tuesday, December 14, about the responses I have received as of that time, but your response will be useful even if it comes after that date.  I will report only aggregated results, and will not identify specific responses as originating from specific ESPs.
