Returning Load Profiled Customers Back To The UDC

“If, for whatever reason, an ESP needs to return a load profiled customer back to the UDC, SCE allows for an unscheduled meter read within two days of the request. PG&E does not. With PG&E we must keep the customer until the next scheduled meter read.  We believe that PG&E should also be able to offer unscheduled meter reads and that there should be uniformity among the UDCs on this issue. 


“Rule 22 seems vague on this issue. The applicable sections appear to be N.7 (Action in the event of termination) which states that a customer will default back to UDC bundled services upon termination unless electing an alternate ESP, Section G.9 (Charges for metering services) allowing for the UDC to charge the ESP for meter services as authorized by the CPUC, and Sections H.6-8 (UDC Meter Service Options and Obligations) which allows for a customer requesting a different meter read date and provides for the UDC being able to charge for the service( H.6). However, H.8 states that "Election changes will occur through the DASR process". Section B.2.c. (Timeliness and Due Diligence) states that the UDC will exercise due diligence to facilitate customer choice as quickly as possible. What about ESP choice?  Are there any CPUC rules that guide MDMA service obligations?
