SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA EDISON COMPANY'S (U 338-E) REQUEST FOR THE ASSIGNED COMMISSIONER'S PRESENCE AT SPECIFIC PORTIONS OF THE FORMAL HEARINGS


Pursuant to Rule 8 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure of the California Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) and the January 26, 1998 Assigned Commissioners’ Ruling, Applicant Southern California Edison Company (“SCE”) hereby requests the presence of Assigned Commissioners Jessie J. Knight and Henry M. Duque at specific portions of the formal hearings�/ in Phase 2 of this consolidated proceeding.  Specifically, SCE requests the Assigned Commissioners’ presence during the testimony of Donald A. Fellows (SCE’s Manager of Revenue and Tariffs) and of Dr. John H. Landon (Principal of Analysis Group Economics).  Both Mr. Fellows and Dr. Landon will rebut positions taken by various other parties with respect to key issues related to the development of Revenue Cycle Service (RCS) credits.  In setting forth our rebuttal, Mr. Fellows will describe the policies which guided the development of SCE’s proposed avoided cost credits and provide an overview of the methodology SCE used to calculate those credits.  Dr. Landon will provide an economic framework for evaluating alternative methods for developing credits during the rate freeze and -- in the context for that framework -- will evaluate each of the credit estimating methodologies proposed in this proceeding.


SCE’s best estimate of the dates when these witnesses will appear is during the week of May 18; because of the number of parties and uncertainties regarding the order of witnesses and estimated length of cross�examination, it is not possible to be more specific at this time.  However, during  the Phase 2 prehearing conference, which will begin at 1:30 pm on May 11, SCE will ask the Administrative Law Judge to schedule dates certain for Mr. Fellows and Dr. Landon, and in so doing to take the Assigned Commissioners’ schedules into consideration.


SCE requests the Assigned Commissioners’ presence because these witnesses will address policy issues that will have a significant impact on the long�term development of California’s competitive electricity market.  For example, there are profound differences among the parties (principally, between the Electric Service Providers (“ESPs”) on the one hand and most other parties, including the utilities, on the other hand), regarding the methodology to be used in calculating RCS credits.  The outcome of that central issue will affect all parties, and especially California’s electricity consumers.  SCE intends to request Mr. Fellows and Dr. Landon to briefly summarize their testimony when they first take the stand.�/  SCE believes their respective overviews, and the opportunity to question them regarding these policy issues, will greatly assist the Assigned Commissioners in working through the extensive record being developed in this proceeding, and in focusing on the essential issues and interests at stake.  Looking ahead to oral argument, SCE also believes this opportunity will provide valuable background and will help ensure a more informed dialogue with the Commissioners at the conclusion of this proceeding.
