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RESPONSE OF PACIFIC GAS AND ELECTRIC COMPANY

TO ADMINISTRATIVE LAW JUDGE’S RULING DATED AUGUST 13, 1998

This is the response of Pacific Gas and Electric Company (PG&E) to the Administrative Law Judge’s Ruling dated August 13, 1998 (August 13 ALJ Ruling).

The August 13 ALJ Ruling directed each Applicant to submit tables showing revenue cycle services (RCS) credits using the costing methods and principles in the ALJ’s Proposed Decision, also issued on August 13.  Attached at Appendix A is the three-page table prepared by PG&E in the format requested by the Commission’s Energy Division.  In addition, following this table PG&E reproduces the table that appeared on page 21 of PG&E’s Phase II Opening Brief dated June 26 and then presents a similarly formatted table with the RCS credits calculated in accordance with the ALJ’s Proposed Decision.  PG&E is providing these additional two tables to show the RCS credits by rate schedule, since the format prescribed by 



the Energy Division does not do so.  The mapping from customer groups to PG&E rate schedules is shown on the three-page table.

In preparing these tables, PG&E made the following changes to its proposed RCS credits in order to be consistent with the ALJ’s Proposed Decision:



Meter Ownership

Removed offsets 



Meter Services

Added “opportunity costs,” including costs for supervision and facilities



Meter Reading

Added “opportunity costs,” including costs for supervision and facilities

Calculated weighted average of three geographic zones



Billing & Payments

Added “opportunity costs,” including costs for supervision and facilities

Removed offsets

Revised credit and collections savings to reflect ESP serving customers with average payment records

Added T&D uncollectibles savings
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
