		e.	Covered Hazardous Substance Cleanup Costs:





			Covered Hazardous Substance Cleanup Costs are all costs incurred to cleanup hazardous substance contamination at Covered Sites.  These costs shall include, but are not limited to, investigation costs, remediation costs, monitoring costs, agency oversight fees, permit fees, hazardous substance taxes, as well as payments made to satisfy claims against the Company as a result of costs incurred by persons or entities other than the Company in order to clean up hazardous substance contamination. Costs which are included in base rates, including employee labor, shall not be considered Covered Hazardous Substance Cleanup Costs.  Covered Hazardous Substance Cleanup Costs shall exclude generation related costs.





		f.	Covered Insurance Litigation Costs:


	


			Covered Insurance Litigation Costs are all costs incurred to pursue a claim against an insurer pursuant to an insurance policy held by the Company, which relates to Covered Hazardous Substance Cleanup Costs paid by the Company.  Costs which are included in base rates, including employee labor, shall not be considered Covered Insurance Litigation Costs.  Covered Insurance Litigation Costs shall exclude generation related costs.





		g.	Covered Insurance Recoveries:





			Covered Insurance Recoveries are all payments received by the Company, reduced as necessary by contingency fees paid to outside attorneys to obtain the payment, that:  (1) relate to Covered Hazardous Substance Cleanup Costs paid by the Company; (2) are made in response to a claim asserted by the Company; and (3) are made by an insurer to the Company pursuant to a policy held by the Company.

			Covered Third-Party Litigation Costs are all costs incurred by the Company in litigation or otherwise to pursue or defend a claim against or by a person or entity other than an insurer of the Company pursuant to a policy held by the Company which relate to Covered Hazardous Substance Cleanup Costs paid by the Company.  Costs which are included in base rates, including employee labor, shall not be considered Covered Third-Party Litigation Costs.  Covered Third-Party Litigation Costs shall exclude generation related costs.
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
